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townships (shantytowns) with dirty, crowded living conditions. These areas are well known for crime, disease, and poverty.
The Zambian pastors who are working in the townships desperately need training and materials in order to effectively deliver
hope to the hopeless. Over the last few years we have been working with several pastors and groups in the Lusaka area,
including the Lusaka Bible College. We pray that the Lord will give these men wisdom and courage to be His ministers in the
desolate area to which they werdorn and called.
